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For this unit, we will read many poems, but you will be responsible for a critical analysis each week according to our schedule.  You will use the Modified TP-CASST questions to help you “get through” your critical reading and analysis.  These are journal entries.  Journals will be graded the week of March 11, when you will embark on a study of one of the poets in our anthology:  Emily Dickinson, Robert Frost, Langston Hughes, or Julia Alvarez.  You will embark on a week-long reading of the poet and become an authority on that poet.  Assignment will follow.
For each unit, you will analyze, formally, one poem (see below).  You will use the Modified TP-CASST and answer all questions for that poem.
