Independent Reading Project
With every project you must include:

· Class heading
· The title and author of your book

· A one paragraph brief plot summary of your book (this CANNOT be taken from another source – you must write this.  Also, you do not need to include spoilers)

· A one paragraph review of you book (if you liked it and why or why not, who you would recommend it to, etc)

· This must be typed in MLA format

· Be sure to consider creativity, thoroughness, and neatness when completing your project.

Project Choices

· Create a painting, sculpture, or diorama depicting an important scene from your independent reading.  You must also write an extended paragraph explaining why you chose that scene and why it was important to the book.  

· Create a book cover.  This should include professional front cover art, a typed summary on the back (written by you), a few quotes reviewing the book on the back (make them up), and a smaller piece of art on the back.  Also include information about author/stoy on inside flaps.  You should then include an extended paragraph explaining why you chose the cover art that you chose and how it is significant to the book.

· Act out and videotape an important scene from your independent reading.  You must include costumes, scenery, and dialogue.  If you choose this option, you must hand it in on a DVD in order for it to be viewed or submit to YouTube.
· Create a comic strip based on your book.  Your comic strip must have illustrations as well as text.  It must be at least 10 frames long (if not longer) and must capture all the important events in the story.  The illustrations should be professional in nature with color (no stick figures).  Please make sure you check spelling and grammar on the text.

· Create a diary entry from the point of view of one of the characters in your book.  It must be at least two pages long, typed, and double-spaced.  Remember to include any important events that the character has been involved in and to make it personal.  It is first person point of view, so you should write about the character’s feelings as well as events.

· Write a scene from the novel in the main character’s point of view (if it’s third person) or a different character’s point of view (if it’s first person).  Your scene should match the original scene, only it should reflect the feelings and emotions of the character you choose.  This must be at least two full pages typed.

· Create a soundtrack for your book.  This must include at least ten songs recorded on a CD, a printout of the lyrics for each song, and a paragraph for each song that explains why it fits the book and where in the book it fits.
· Create a scrapbook for one of the characters in your book.  It must contain writing as well as artifacts/photos from his or her life.  It needs to be at least 10 pages long.
