
The ABC’s of Kindergarten

Attendance: Is very important! Instructional time occurs from 8:45-3:45. I am aware that there may be instances where you will need to pick up your child early or drop off late. 

Behavior Plan: We will be using the PAX Good Behavior Game. It is a positive behavior system used in our school district.  You can learn more about it at goodbehaviorgame.com. 
Celebrations: Your child’s birthday will be a special day in our classroom! If you would like to send in a small treat for the class you may, but it is optional. We will celebrate birthdays at snack time. If [image: image1.png]


you child has a summer birthday we will celebrate it in June. Other celebrations include class parties, 100 Day, Dr. Seuss’s Birthday/Read Across America, etc. 

Dress: Kindergarten is a busy place that sometimes gets messy. Dress your child so they are ready for action! Sneakers are needed for PE days and for the playground every day. 

Envelopes: If you send your child to school with money for any reason, please make sure it is in a marked envelope with their name, K-May, purpose, and the amount. 

Folder: Each child will be given a folder that will be sent home and returned to school each day. Please check this folder daily for homework and any important notices or announcements. 
Germs: We will be learning about germs and will practice proper hand-washing techniques in our classroom. We want everyone to be healthy! Please practice and encourage your children at home.

Homework: The Board of Education has adopted a homework policy. Homework will be given on a regular basis. Homework assignments include reading 30 minutes every night, practice worksheet or workbook pages. I will be handing out a packet containing the week’s homework on Monday. It will be due on Friday. This way you can do it when you have the time. All homework is a parent/child activity. 

Independence: We are working on becoming independent Kindergarteners. The more children do for themselves, the more confident they will be. Please go over buttoning, belts, zipping, and tying.

Journals: Writing is a huge part of our curriculum. We will be writing in journals every day. In the writing center there will be additional activities reinforcing phonics and handwriting. At the end of the year your child will bring home their journals and you will be amazed at the growth and progress he or she has made in the school year.

Label: Please, please, please label everything (coats, hats, bags, lunch boxes). This will help your child’s things find their way home. 

Menu: Each month the lunch menu will be sent home with your child. Please go over lunch choices so they have an idea of what they want if they are buying lunch at school.  You may send in money daily for their lunch choice or you may add money to their lunch account.  This can be done by sending in money with your child or by going on the district website at lehsd.k12.nj.us and find the Lunch 
Time Access link.
Notes: On occasion, I will send notes home with your child. When I do, they will be in their school folder. When you send in notes to school please always put them in their folder. 

Out: If you know ahead of time that your child will be out, please let me know and I will try to gather our work for that period of time.

Parent Involvement: Your child’s success is linked to your involvement in their education! If you have a job, special talent, or hobby that you would like to share with the class please let me know. Your profession or hobby is very important to your child - why not share it with their school friends?
